What a week! I don’'t know what other words I can use to describe last week. The camp
trip to Lake Champion was incredible. 70 leaders and kids enjoyed the fun at camp and
experienced the love of Christ. I am amazed every time I set foot on a YL camp and watch
God at work. It starts on the bus ride—the shy student suddenly meets a new friend and
God begins to break down barriers. Once the bus unloaded at camp, the real fun began.
Students spread out all over camp, in the pool, tubing, canoeing, basketball, resting in the
sun and tons more. For seven days, we ran, we played, we laughed, we listened and we
saw the amazing love of God. During our first night, we found out about the death of a Mt
Hebron alumni. His death affected several of our students, who ended up coming home
early. Again, God was at work and our leaders were able to listen, empathize and share
about God with numerous students over the next few days. During the last 2 days at camp
over 15 students prayed and asked Christ into their life. Several students, who had come
to camp with a relationship with Christ, left with a new passion for being more obedient in
following Christ.

I could only go on one trip, but I heard from the leaders of the Windy Gap trip that there
were similar results from their trip of 60 students and leaders. Over 20 students professed
a new or renewed relationship with Christ during their week. I listened as their leaders
beamed with excitement and talked about God’s amazing and transforming love.

Right now, 35 students and leaders from our WyldLife clubs are at Rockbridge. I know
they will also see God at work. No matter the age, God’s love is irresistible! So please pray
for them.
