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Dear Friends, 
 
I am writing you as we begin an incredible journey this year. This winter break we are planning a mission trip to Ethiopia 
with Young Life. We will be taking about 10 adults and 15 kids from Bainbridge Island and North Kitsap to Addis Ababa, 
the capital of Ethiopia. We had the privilege of traveling there this past year, and we can hardly wait to get back. We have 
been working all year with the main orphanage in Legedadi. We have hired two Ethiopian college students who are going 
out each week to bring supplies and lead a Bible study with the kids. We have seen a building completed to house another 
40-50 kids. We will be working on helping them set up small businesses and other opportunities. We have really felt called 

to go back and help where we can. We now have the opportunity to travel back to Ethiopia 
again as a family with Young Life, and we are excited to give the kids a chance to see how 
they can serve and love those around them. 
 
We are excited to team up with the Young Life staff in Ethiopia. One of the things we will 
be doing is helping put on a Young Life camp. We will be the work crew and will help bring 
supplies for camp. Last summer there were many kids who were unable to attend camp, and 
this will be an additional opportunity. The cost to attend camp in Ethiopia is about $40 per 
person.  Our funds will cover 95% of the cost for kids. They are asked to only pay about $1.  

Many are very poor and may be on their own in a lot of ways. This is a chance for them to get away from the craziness of 
life for a few days and enjoy Young Life camp. For many this may be the first time they get to hear the gospel. There will 
be Muslim kids and kids from all backgrounds in life. The kids are so hungry for someone to care for them and it will be a 
privilege to get to serve them. 
 
Another project we will be helping with is called Project Mercy (www.projectmery.org). We will be helping with some 
school supply needs and other items we are collecting. It is a great ministry that is sharing Christ’s love throughout the 
Muslin community. 
 
We will also be helping feed and minister to AIDS orphans throughout the capital 
city. There are so many needs in Ethiopia and Africa that it can seem overwhelming 
when you think about it, but we know that God will use our actions to help. We are 
excited to bring adults and kids from our area that will get to see the world in a 
whole new light. 
 
First of all we are asking for your prayers.  Please pray for: 
*the team as they prepare for the trip  
*health and safety while traveling  
*fundraising efforts 
*that hearts would be changed, both our team and the Ethiopian kids who are at-
tending camp 
 
Our team is also trying to raise funds in many ways, but one is to ask those we know who can help. We would love to have 
you help in this way if it is possible at this time. We are trying to raise about $2,900 per person going on the trip.  That cost 
includes airfare, lodging, food and also the cost for the Ethiopian kids to attend.  Our YL group will essentially be paying 
for the entire camp.
