WyldLife Club Responsibilities

Week Before Club:

Attend Leadership so you can be trained to be a more effective Leader
and you will be prepared for club

Contact work (stop by lunch room or recess, go to there games, take a group
of kids to get ice cream, bowling, movie, spend the night party etc....)

Personal phone calls inviting kids to club. Tell them you can not wait to see
them and ask them how they are doing. Listen to them and ask them
questions.

Possibly offer ride to kids with parents permission
Plan or prepare you skit, game, mixer or talk well in advance of club Day

Most importantly please pray for WyldLife Club and more specifically for a
few kids by name.

Right Before Club:

Arrive at pre-club meeting 30 minutes early ready to pray, assign
responsibilities for the night, and walk through club. This is very important
to having an effective club!

Leaders park along one side of the street for safety and pick-up / drop-off
Help set up club room, last minute decorations, etc.

Greet kids as they get out of the car and make them feel welcome

Everyone else should be inside talking with kids (this is not a time to
fellowship with the other leaders)

Introduce kids you know to other leaders

Have Fun

During Club:

Be enthusiastic about everything

Pray for kids during the message

Spread out in the club room. Go sit by kids. Leaders do not all sit along the
edge of room. We do this for two reasons: 1. to help keep them quiet during
the Gospel message. 2. We want to blend in with them and meet them where
they are.

Songs: About 4 leaders up front and the rest move about in the crowd

Look for kids who are alone, on the sidelines, etc. and draw them in

Listen and watch speaker with attentiveness — be a model



WyldLife Club Responsibilities

¢ Never make fun of a kid — We are all winners at WyldLife!!

e Skits, mixers, and games should all run smoothly — have your props ready
by the stage, intro music ready, have one person explain the rules of the
game and at least one person getting contestants ready and keep game
going, clean up quickly — no down time.

e As the club starts to slow down, try to help kids settle down

e Have Fun

After Club

e Help clean up and put the room back together

e Talk to kids and learn a few new names *

e Be available to any kid who wants to talk. Focus on reaching out and
interacting with Kids

Pick Up

e Talk with parents as they come to pick up there kids and introduce
yourself

e Have a few people call out names of who is ready for pick-up

¢ Be organized and have pick-up run quickly and smoothly
